Arthurdale Heritage, Inc. is a non-profit organization dedicated to the preservation of the historic community of Arthurdale.  Since 1985, AHI has worked towards its mission of preserving Arthurdale and has restored five community buildings in which it now operates a museum.

AHI relies on volunteers for its continuance.  Whether serving as a member of a committee or working at an event, volunteer efforts raise over 75 percent of AHI’s annual income.  Volunteers give various amounts of time to AHI; from as little as two hours a month to as much as forty hours a month.  Through volunteer efforts, AHI wants to allow visitors to go away with a real appreciation of historic Arthurdale.

VOLUNTEER OPPORTUNITIES

AHI wants everyone to feel comfortable with the tasks assigned to them.  Find the volunteer activity for which you would be interested in donating time to for AHI.
MUSEUM TOUR GUIDES provide tours of site after completing training course.  Includes living history portrayals as well as demonstrators (weavers, potters, spinners, etc.)

OFFICE ASSISTANTS file papers, answer phone, make copies, type, and greet visitors.  Man the office when executive director has meetings or on the weekends during the summer touring season.
EVENT VOLUNTEERS cook, decorate, clean-up, or serve food at monthly dinners and annual festivals.

PUBLIC RELATIONS COMMITTEE communicate and publicize the museum and AHI events.  Work on AHI newsletter, write stories about AHI for local newspapers.  Help with ad and brochure development.

RESTORATION/MAINTENANCE COMMITTEE oversees the preservation of the museum buildings and upkeep of grounds.  Painting, repair work, cleaning, etc.

PROGRAM COMMITTEE plans special events and monthly dinners, fundraisers, and work during events.
HISTORY, EDUCATION, LIBRARY, MUSEUM (HELM) COMMITTEE organize exhibits in the museum, research Arthurdale history, and help with touring programming.

CRAFT SHOP COMMITTEE selects new craft items for shop, take inventory, retail sales in shop.
VOLUNTEER COMMITTEE recruits new volunteers for the organization and carry out volunteer training.
MEMBERSHIP COMMITTEE recruits new members for AHI.
BUDGET/FINANCE COMMITTEE creates an annual budget for AHI.  Updates Board of Directors on a quarterly basis.

NEW DEAL FESTIVAL / ICE CREAM SOCIAL COMMITTEE plans and organizes the annual New Deal Festival and community Ice Cream Social.
